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Switzerland Advances Carbon Market

global carbon markets through its integration with the European
Union Emissions Trading System (EU ETS). Since 2020,
Switzerland has been engaged in a linking agreement with the
EU, which allows for the exchange of emission allowances
between the two regions for compliance purposes. These
arrangements ensure efficient transfers of allowances between
the EU and Swiss registries, supporting businesses in meeting
their carbon reduction commitments.

This collaboration underscores Switzerland's dedication to
market-based solutions for tackling greenhouse gas emissions.
Furthermore, Swiss companies are now required to comply with
stringent Environmental, Social, and Governance (ESG) and
climate-related disclosure regulations, including aligning with
global standards like the Task Force on Climate-related Financial
Disclosures (TCFD). These regulations aim to ensure
transparency in business operations and contribute to
sustainability goals, reinforcing Switzerland’'s commitment to
addressing climate change through both regulatory measures
and market mechanisms
